Village Green
Bio-diversity, Cllrs Kind, Crane and Robinson walked the village on 19th February. 
It was agreed that the bank around the river would be cut in March if dry enough, but a walkway would regularly be mowed along the top. The area would then be completely mowed end of July or before the Carnival if required. The rotted grass cuttings to be moved and any further waste grass to be placed
 at the bottom end of the Green in a dry hidden area. 
It was agreed that bark would be put around the fruit trees and new trees planted to replace dead ones. The bark will protect the trees at mowing times.  
It was agreed after much debate that as a trial run, mowing will be stopped from end of March to end of July or before the Carnival if necessary. This involves the area that starts at the nearest point to the fruit trees across to the pond, but walkways will be mowed within this area. The community will then be asked their opinion on this and there will be a return to mowing the area if there are any issues or the community is unhappy. Any dog fouling in the area will be monitored. 
It was agreed that a village plan would be set up following the forthcoming elections.
