     County Councillor Report for the months of May – June

Traffic Management

Wrote to both Mike Jacob and Stephen Pilliner in relation to neither attending

last month’s meeting. Have received the following response from Mike Jacobs:

`As I have mentioned previously, all existing 20/30mph speed limits are being

assessed as part of the WG legislation change of 20mph becoming the new

restricted roads status.  The village will be assessed accordingly and your

goodself will be consulted with in early Autumn.

The remaining issues at the bridge and Drefach Rd junction are currently being

looked at and we should have some designs for consideration by September.

I would also reiterate my previous response regarding existing speeds, in that

the role of enforcing the existing speed limit rests with the Police and the

GoSafe Partnership rather than the County Council as we have no enforcement

powers in this respect. I have attached below a link to the Go Safe website

which I hope you will find informative. You will note on their website the

locations of current speed camera enforcement sites, details of community

campaigns such as Community Speedwatch and there is a contact section for

passing comments on to the partnership.

For information, Double Yellow Lines have been painted on the Trelech

junction (behind and side of Fountain Inn). These would not preclude the

dropping off/picking up of customers, nor loading/unloading goods and it

would have no effect on the bus service.
