2. Minutes of the Meeting

4. Reports

(a)     Report from County Councillor

S106 money – correspondence provided by Welfare Committee for quotation of cost of safety work within Meidrim Play area. Total cost £8,032.00. This will be discussed at next meeting. 

CCllr Lewis updated on information regarding S106 for Meidrim village i.e., “it’s not part of the group of dwellings on W/13032 where S106 contribution was given towards open spaces and school”. Subsequently, S106 money is not likely.

CCC – Shortfall of £9.4million and 7% increase in council tax.    
Enforcement Meidrim–St Clears - a number of concerns have been raised. CCllr Lewis to raise this issue again.  

Park crossing – high friction surface to highlight the crossing point. To be completed by mid February as advised by Mike Jacob. 
New Inn Junction – Mike Jacob confirmed that the information letter drop to the frontages would be       done by 9th February and works are planned to commence by no later than the end of Feb. The work     will take approximately 2-3weeks to complete.

TRO Pant y Brodyr – CCllr Lewis explained that the order has been revoked by CCC due to legal issues. CCllr has asked that a new order be applied, and all members agreed to this. This is still under didcussion.  
Urdd Concert – MCC have agreed to support the Urdd with a donation.
