Cllr Barnikel updated that he was continuing to monitor the footpath situation and bilingual way markers have been placed in areas where possible.

Walk of the Month to continue and be placed onto website and the Journal. Agreed for Dai Baler to do translations. 
Agreed Cllr Barnikel can purchase way markers logo’s etc up to £300. Two sleepers for the bridge at Pandy are needed and agreed Cllr Barnikel could order them. 
Dan Rosemeyer has done the bridge repairs however maintenance team have removed materials and replaced bridge. Clerk updated on the ongoing situation. Following a lengthy discussion where a number of concerns were identified, it was agreed that Clerk would reply to Jason Lawday summarising the details and the fact that MCC had kept Jason and maintenance team up to date with their plans to repair the bridge. Ask again to give consideration to recouping labour costs and ask where materials are being used.
