2. Minutes of the Meeting

5.  Matters arising

Enforcement Meidrim–St Clears
A number of concerns have been raised. CCllr Lewis updated at the last meeting that this is ongoing and will take some time to progress. Also, there are more vehicles in the area now.

Broadband 
No update. A flyer had been sent out to residents.   
TRO – Traffic Regulation Order
No update but there will be no temporary TRO (Pant Y Brodyr) and the whole process will go back to the beginning.  

Traffic Management
Cllr Crane explained that she had been approached by a resident, Wynne Davies, who has issues with changes at the Drefach Junction and access to his property at Danrhiw. This was acknowledged at the meeting but is the responsibility of County Council.

Clerk to highlight to CCC.

Cllr Sinden stated that the camera outside the school is to monitor the volume of traffic and measure the temperature of the road tarmac. 
           Public Conveniences/Car Park/Bus shelter
Cllr Sinden stated that some piping from the PCs has been removed. Tap not working.

Chair to look at this. 

Chair explained that he has fitted two new valves for the ladies and gents. Also, he met with Hywel to identify how the water pressure may be improved and replaced pieces to address this. This is part of the previous emergency repairs following burst pipes. 

Glyn has painted the PCs.

Wallgate to complete further repair work to handwashers on 27th April 2023.  

Environment Committee.

This is ongoing. 
Clerk to query invoice with Luke Roberson for planting trees, as not yet received.     
Village Green
Ongoing - Vice Chair doing some research to identify the position on access to, and the use of, both The Green and The Common. 
Agreed one year contract with current contractor. Then to tender after three years. 

Riverside Walk 53/37

Clerk updated on advice from Jason Lawday that registering the walk is underway. Again, no further update so Clerk to chase. First part has been registered but this needs to be completed for the whole area.   
Public footpaths.
Cllr Sinden highlighted that footpath 53/19/1 on Pant Farm is blocked by barbed wire and fallen trees, and three complaints have been received from local residents, and from a Swansea walking group.

Clerk to report to Jason Lawday and Alan Warner. 

Cllr Sinden stated that Cllr Barnikel has received two quotes for way markers (£355 and £475) and the quote of £355 was agreed at the meeting. Way markers to be used to name walks, which will be historic and appropriate to the village.  
Map of footpaths, ongoing. 
Cllr Crane met with Dan Rosemeyer to check further maintenance work, previously agreed, and received a quote of £1062. After a lengthy discussion regarding PRoW work and materials removed from the bridge, it was agreed that Clerk would chase Jason Lawday and maintenance team for return of materials paid for by MCC. 
Cllr Crane to ask for a quote for repair to the benches.

Clerk to report all broken salt bins and ask for them to be replaced.
